 20/13   Shropshire Councillor update – Cllr Parry met on site with Cllr Garraway and Cllr Liddle recently to discuss the issues at Rocks Green and the Pickstock Homes site. Mainly dust clouds. Cllr parry wrote to Pickstock Homes who arranged for a waster Bowser to be sent to the site and to Planning officer Grahame French regarding this issue. Cllr Garraway said that although they did respond and he thanks Cllr Parry the issue was still quite bad until the weather changed and it rained.
