Shropshire Councillor Viv Parry spoke about the work that she and Cllr Garraway had been doing regarding the Sainsburys traffic – Gemma Lawley and Highways Traffic Officers are now looking at the traffic flow in and out of the store. Cllr Parry asked if LPC could make a contribution towards Ludlow in Bloom – the Clerk explained that a policy for donations and grants is in place and agreed to forward to details to Cllr Parry


Cllr Liddle informed LPC and Cllr Parry that The Overton Road Tree work is due to be surveyed 14-17th February and so will the wall.

Affordable housing was discussed. It had come to light that some properties were being purchased in multiples on some new developments so that private landlords can rent them out, LPC are concerned about this and hope that this will not happen on the new developments in Ludford. This will be raised with the Planning officers.

Comments have been requested regarding the new Foldgate site ( changes in numbers of homes adding an additional 42 properties with no garages) LPC to respond.


Charlton Arms Hotel – Cllrs Liddle discussed a recent meeting they had attended, pre planning meeting at the hotel to discuss quite considerable changes, there will be more information to follow. The planning permission has not been submitted as yet.
