Public Participation

2 members of the public from Greete asked Councillors for help with a proposed planning application for a 200acre solar farm. They were aware that LPC had been active in their liaison with the developer during a recent scoping application in Ludford (Rock Green/Ledwyche). Councillors offered guidance with regard to the procedure but confirmed that as the solar farm proposed is not in Ludford Parish then the appropriate contact should be made to Caynham Parish Council .

A quote had been received from Alan Jones (Tree Surgeon) to perform some remedial works on the Cherry Trees on Ludford Green. Clerk confirmed that 2 more quotes should be received before Council could offer the work.

It was also discussed to obtain additional quotes for the anti-parking bollards (wooden sleepers) to be replaced as cars were starting to encroach onto the green space.

Streetlights
Cllrs Liddle had completed a recognisance regarding the 5 streetlamps in Ludford in readiness for a comprehensive assessment of them including quotes for replacement low energy bulbs and a health check on the actual posts. They had formed a contact with Shropshire Council to facilitate this. Jason Hughes had provided maps with details of the lamps which was very helpful but still not totally conclusive. More work to be carried out in June and July.

Cllr Liddle requested that Councillors have a think about projects which they feel would benefit the community. These ideas and projects would then be ratified with the Clerk and CiL to ensure that they meet the criteria of spending. Ideas so far are

Cllr Garraway – improvement of the Eco Park, fitness facilities in Ludford

Cllr Middleton – Young people facilities, play area, Park, Multi Games cage etc

Cllr Salmon  - a possible barrier across the eco park entrance to stop anti-social behaviour
Cllr Liddle asked for Ideas to be emailed around for further discussion prior to the July meeting.
