Shropshire Councillor Viv Parry spoke briefly to the meeting and covered the following points:

David Gradwell from Shropshire council is looking into the issues with the Overton Road Wall and trees. There will be a meeting on the 9th December at 10.45. Cllr Liddle agreed to attend on site.


James Willits from Shropshire Council is looking into traffic issues surrounding the phasing in of electric buses as they will be much heavier and may cause issues on Ludford Bridge.


Cllr Liddle asked about the introduction of ANPR/CCTV cameras in and around=d Ludlow and Cllr Parry confirmed that the last camera to be installed would be at the bus depot and it was all paid for.


Eco Park – ongoing, Cllr Liddle asked to kept advised on any developments or meetings as she is awre that there have been meetings that LPC have not been involved with despite the Eco Park and Park and Ride being situated in Ludford. Cllr Parry confirmed that Mark Barrow fro Shropshire Council is dealing with this matter.

Budget & Precept

The Clerk had circulated the Budget and Precept information by email prior to the meeting. The proposed budget was adopted and agreed. Proposed by Cllr Shirley Salmon and seconded by Cllr Jeff Garraway.

The proposed precept of £8000 was proposed by Cllr I Liddle and Seconded by Cllr Shirley Salmon. 


The 2021/22 precept has been increased inline with recommendations from the Auditor following the 2019/20 Audit. The auditors report is available on the website. The recommendations mainly reflect the lack of General fund and Election reserve. LPC have addressed this issue by adding £700 to the general fund and increasing the elections reserve to £252 (increase of £100) the combined amounts of £952 are closer to the average benchmarked reserves held by neighboring Parishes for election’s.
