Planning Matters –   

1. Rocks Green Solar Farm. A draft response has been circulated, Cllr Garraway has asked for and increase in trees and hedges to reduce the glare to the roadside, he has also requested that the solar far uses local workers for maintenance and installation if possible. Cllr Liddle is concerned about drainage at the site, will the water run off excessively into Ledwyche brook. Cllr Middleton also expressed concerns with regard to flooding and suggested that the developer mitigates against this happening. Cllr Middleton also raised the issue of the ‘Community Benefit Fund’ relating to this development should it go ahead. Cllr Liddle confirmed that LPC would discuss this further.

2. Pendeford, Lower Barns Road. This was discussed, all agreed that there are concerns and LPC would object to the application in its current format. This would be discussed further by email and the Clerk would upload an LPC statement onto the Planning Portal.


3. Sainsburys. Breach of Planning, this was discussed but no further comments made.


4. Rocks Green. The Hedge has been removed and this ha been flagged up by Shropshire Council as a Breach of Planning following Cllr Garraways emails and phone calls. Pickstock Homes will now replace the Hedgerow with native species.


5. Foldgate Lane. TPO’s ( Tree Preservation Orders)x 16 have now been applied to tree species on site. LPC agrees that this is the right outcome.
