Report from Shropshire Councillor Viv Parry
· Shropshire Council to introduce dog Fouling fines, Councillors asked how this would be enforced, Cllr Parry confirmed Fixed Penalty Notices issued by enforcement Officers but suggested that the details were to be confirmed.
· Cllr Parrys Ward Boundary to change following the recent Electoral Commission Review. Parts of Rock Green ( behind Sainsburys) will henceforth be covered by Cllr Tracey Huffer.
