Overton Rod Clearway (proposed)

Cllr Viv Parry attended and was welcomed by the Chair. Cllr Parry urged LPC to consider their position on the introduction of a Clearway Order along the Overton Road, however she stressed that she did not wish to influence their decision. Cllr Parry answered some questions regarding her support for the proposed order. LPC councillors agreed to give it their full consideration and respond to Nick Newton at Shropshire Council by 19th March 2025.

Pendeford, Lower Barnes Road

Cllr Parry has some concerns about the windows and garage doors being used at the development. LPC Councillors agreed to take a look.
Ludford House

Cllr Parry confirmed that some discussions were being held with planners regarding a new development at Ludford House. She believes that there will be multiple properties. LPC Councillors agreed to contact Helen Tipton at Shropshire Council (Heritage Officer) and request contact from the new developers/owners to discuss any future proposals.
