Some The changes came into effect on 1.3.17. the charge for paper plans comes into effect from 1st June unless notification they are happy to pay the fee by 30th April 2017

 Hi Brian 
 I have had reports of footway obstruction caused by parked vehicles, on Overton road, south of its junction with Park Road.
There are currently no mandatory waiting restrictions here though Ludford Parish Council may wish us to consider them. I understand that most issues occur at the weekend and that a good number of the vehicles emanate from the new touring park, further south towards the A49. In the short term, we would appreciate it if your uniformed colleagues could keep an eye on this issue as it presents a hazard, not only to pedestrians but also traffic trying to negotiate this busy junction area and the associated traffic signals etc.

10b.  St Giles PCC confirmed that they would like a grant towards the up keep of the churchyard.  Their annual costs on the maintenance of the churchyard is £2307.00. (grant in the past £450.00).
10c. Clerk has received confirmation from Teme Weirs Trust that a grant would be much appreciated towards the work of the trust.  in the coming year, the Trust will be contracting a professional survey in preparation for repairs to the Horseshoe Weir at Ludford Bridge. Any grant given will be put towards this work. (£200 in the past)
11b.  LJC report:

There were about 20 residents attended the meeting last night, with 12 leaving half way through to attend another meeting. 
Brief notes as follows:

1.Tracey Onslow, Deputy Police and Crime Commissioner gave a wide ranging summary of the previous 12 months  planning and I have a copy of the West Mercia Policing Plan.

2. There is a new Local Police Officer Steve Mason who introduced himself and gave details of local issues.  Much of this focussed on rural crime with information about crime prevention.  3 local residents who have been involved in a number of house burglaries have recently been sentenced and are now in prison.  The police are very much in favour of installing CCTV in homes and had an example with them.  The Safer Neighbourhood Team  have produced a contacts list and I will have 2 copies laminated for the notice boards.

3. Rocks Green. Viv Parry announced that Sajid David has decided not to "call in" the planning issue and it will presumably revert to SC for outline and then full planning permission. She apparently decided to contact someone for this information as she had spoken to RG residents who she said  "had had no information about this at all".  I suggested that she should send any such information directly to LPC'S Clerk as this was the appropriate channel for such information. Andy Boddington implied that the procedure would take at least 12 months, perhaps developers interest will wain.

4. Interesting presentation from Ann Sutcliffe SSHA Executive Director Neighbourhood's about the development at Beech Gardens Sandpits Road. Should be open in the Autumn.
