Minutes for the Parish Council Meeting of Ludford Parish Council held at the Ludlow Mascall Centre, Lower Gladeford Ludlow on Monday 18th September 2017 at 7.00pm.

1. Apologies. Apologies were received from Cllr Nick Young and Cllr Shirley Salmon
2. To declare Disclosable/Other Interests. No interests were declared.
3.  Public Participation. Several members of the public were present- Mr Bryan Heatley asked when the website was going to be available as there is still no access to Council Business by the public other than by email. Cllr Liddle assured Mr Heatley that urgent steps were being put in place to rectify the situation and that his frustration was understood and mirrored by Parish Council. Cllr Liddle asked for Mr Heatley to allow some additional time whilst the new Clerk settled in and the new Website was designed.

5.   Report from Shropshire Councillors none were present 
6. Contract of employment for Mrs Penny Brasenell was presented to the Chairman who will read through and sign a copy once approved. The Contract is the standard Clerks contract in line with NALC and is for a minimum of 4 hours per week.
7. Matters arising from previous meeting Cllr S Liddle had nothing to report from Teme Weirs Trust he will make contact again and ask for an update

Cllr Paul Knill reported from the ‘In and Out of Ludlow ‘group – they had expressed concerns over roundabouts and bus stops, Cllr Knill will email any further updates he receives. Locum Clerk, Jayne Madeley had attended the South Shropshire Area Committee recently and the Clerk said that she would email her for a report on any matters affecting Ludford.

Cllr I Liddle reported on the LJC – talk of a possible grant allocation for improvements to Ludlow Assembly rooms, increases in Town Centre parking charges including season ticket increase. She went on to say that Ludford PC needs to put together a response to the draft Parking Strategy by the 17th October – Cllr I Liddle/Clerk to complete. LUDFORD is NOT included in the parking scheme but Cllrs expressed concerns that there may be a ‘knock on’ effect of any new regulations on Ludford. Cllr I Liddle to circulate the summary pages of the draft parking strategy created by Ludlow Civic Society.
