Cllr Parry opened the meeting confirming that M&S were on site and beginning work. She also discussed the possibility that further retail units would also be in the vicinity f the M & S site despite this being in the original SAMDev plan, only storage and manufacturing were mentioned previously.


Cllr Parry asked if LPC would be contributing towards a new pedestrian crossing if there was to be one. Cllr Liddle reiterated that when planning permissions were originally discussed LPC vehemently fought for the provision of safe crossing facilities for pedestrians.

Cllr Waite introduced herself as representative of part of Rockgreen.
