Minutes of Ludford Parish Council meeting held at the Ludlow Mascall Centre, Lower Galdeford Ludlow on Monday 16th September 2019 at 7pm.

Apologies - None
19/26   Declarations of Interest –  Planning permission at item 8 19/03842/FUL relating to a garage and workshop at Nelson Cottage Rocks Green. This is Cllr Garraway’s property and as such will not comment on the application.


Item 10 Correspondence – Cllrs I Liddle and S Liddle will abstain from the discussion as they have a personal issue which is ongoing with the Church.

Minutes signed and approved from the meeting held on 15th July 2019
19/28
Public Participation – Mr John Eaton representing residents at The Sheet

Arrived a little later after permission from Councillors to be heard. A letter was read out confirming his right to speak on behalf of local residents. 


JE confirmed that further speed monitoring had been carried out by the Police and that the speeds were in excess of 40mph at best and 60pmh at worst. The police Ambassador had contacted Mr Eaton and arranged to meet him ad hoc at the Ludlow Food festival where the PCC had a stall. He discussed the possible siting of a VAR traffic speed sign ( flashes when approached at speed) as he felt the speeds at The sheet were excessive and very dangerous.


The majority of the cost would be borne by the PCC but a commitment from the Parish Council was needed to the sum of £1000. Unfortunately this was all the information available at the moment and further terms and conditions would be sent through to councillors for their approval. However Mr Eaton requested an agreement in principle that the money could be made available if he was successful . 

Councillors agreed in principle subject to the following:-


a) full sight and agreement to the Terms and Conditions of the installation, maintenance and insurance of the sign and that such Terms and conditions are deemed appropriate to the Parish Council


b) confirmation from the Highways authority (Shropshire Council) that the sign was correct and suitable


c) That the £1000 (any further costs could be recouped from next years precept as the money would come from the Street lighting budget)


d) that the speeding issues on Rocks Green and Overton Road would also be looked at in the future

Councillors expressed much uncertainty about this issue. Councillors also requested that once in situe the sign should be permanent and not moved to other sites.

19/29 Shropshire Councillor update – Cllr Viv Parry 


Cllr Parry reported on the planning issues at Foldgate Lane, which are relating to the access needed from the A49 onto the site. Developers are requesting to use Foldgate Lane rather than access and egress directly onto the A49 as there is a large embankment which impedes the way. LPC have expressed objection to the use of Foldgate Lane as any part of access route for the development from the very first planning application and therefore cannot support this request. LPC will write to Grahame French – Shropshire Council and Crest Nicholson Homes expressing this.


LPC suggest the use of the Farmers underpass which is currently on site, however this would require access grants from the landowner and a hardcore road installing prior to the development commencing.

Guest Speakers Sgt.Kap Pindoria from Ludlow Policing Team along with PCSO Lisa Thomas


Sgt Pindoria talked about the crimes in Ludlow and Ludford and how the local policing team are addressing issues such as, County Lines Drugs, Child Sexual Exploitation, Domestic abuse and acquisitive crime (thefts).


Cllr Stephen Liddle enquired about the work being done to combat the anti-social behaviour problems being experienced on the Eco Park. Sgt Pindoria confirmed that police teams do regularly attend the site, however this tends to be reactive and If barriers were installed, then the anti-social behaviour would be reduced.


Cllr Imogen Liddle asked if there were connections recorded between thefts and drugs, PCSO Thomas confirmed that although this is a great possibility, the crime figures are not reported (or requested) in a manner to show the connection, she confirmed that the local team monitor and intervene where possible at an early stage to try and reduce this type of crime.


Cllr Nick Young asked about the statistics from ‘Rural Crime’ as Ludford is predominantly a rural area. He suggested that media and local campaigns could be run in the Parish. Sgt Pindoria agreed and said he would investigate the possibility of localised campaigns. Rural crimes are reported under acquisitive crime statistics.

Matters Arising from previous minutes


The Clerk raised the issue of speeding at the Sheet and confirmed that she had been in close discussion with John Eaton who represents the local community on the sheet and has been campaigning for speed reduction measures. She discussed a request made from him that the Parish Council financially support a new VAR traffic sign to be installed by the Police Crime Commission. More details would be available later in the meeting if Councillors would allow Mr Eaton to speak directly to the meeting when he arrived later. Councillors agreed to hear Mr Eaton.

New Laptop purchased – The Clerk confirmed that a new laptop had been purchased for use by the Chair of the Parish Council and would arrive in September from local firm Border Computers.
